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Explanatory Memo for Assembly Question

Balambat Irrigation canal offtakes from right side of Panjkora River near Adai and
opposite Toormang Villages. It traverses the lands of village Adai, Shalpalam, Khall, Sacha,
Maira, Baroon, Munjai, Odigram, ManzarayTangay, Rehanur, Shakartangi, Shehzadai, Haji
Abad, Koto, Chaman Abad, Malakand Payeen, Manogi, Stanadar, Chargorai, WalaiKandaw,
Makhai and adjoin areas. Total length of canal isabout 76 kilometer and irrigates an area of
about 11363 acres of above stated villages. Original scheme was completed during the year
2010-11 and benefited agricultural land, improved existing drinking water tube wells/open wells,

revived the dried springs in command area and raisedthe depleted water table as well.

Keeping in view the benefits of the scheme, many years after its completion and
operation, the locals, through their elders and elected representatives, approached the
provincial government and requestedits extension to irrigate more land situated in tail area. The
Irrigation Department conducted a feasibility study for the same, which concluded that the
canal could be extended by about 10 km, bringing an additional 2,080 acres of land under
irrigation. The scheme was declared feasible by the consultants, and the provincial
government, therefore, included its extension in the ADP under serial No. 200418, with an
estimated cost of Rs. 702.177 million. Administrative approval was issued via No.
PMC/PDWD/040121/ADP on 03.03.2021. The work was tendered, and currently, the project of
improvement and extension is in progress. HOWEVER it is worth mentioning that during the
heavy rainfall followed by the unprecedented floods of 2022, the canal in head reaches was
damaged. The restoration work was included in the ADB assisted flood damages restoration

Project. At present the restoration of flood damages are at final stages of completion.
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
